Our home, this beautifu l, historic Spring Lake Communi ty House
includes a 360 seat completely equipped theatre, a dance stud io and
authentic theatrical  experience beyond compare.

The Drama classes focus on stage di rection, i m p rovisational skills,
t h ea t re games and character development.

Music classes focus on vocal parts, rythms auditioning, pro p e r
b re a t hing techniques and choosing songs to fi t students abil ities and
p e r s o n a l it i e s .

Our dance instructors work on proper warm-ups, M usical Theatre
steps and combinations, basic-but chal lenging-ballet and tap steps
as well as jazz and some modern dance movements. Through these
lessons the student’s self confidence blossoms. Our goal is not to
make a star of everyone-i t’s to assist each child in reaching his or
her own personal best.

Pol icies for  Workshop &  Dance
1.  If you choose to pay monthly, your credit card will automatically be charg e d

the first of each month.
2.  There is no tuition reduction for missed classes since space is held for you.

C h i l d ren should be picked up promptly after class. We ask that for
the safety of your child that a parent or guardian come into the building
to pick up each student. If your child walks or rides a bike to and
f rom class, or is picked up by someone other than a parent or
g u a rdian, we request a letter of permission to be kept on fi le.

In addition, you must come into the building and inform an instru c t o r
if you are picking up your child early.

DRESS CODE
In order to achieve uniformity among the students and insti ll a
sense of discipl ine wi thin each student, we ask that you come to
class each week wearing the proper uni form.

Workshop Uniform
Gentlemen in the Workshop program should wear proper fitting
sweat pants and t-shirts. Ladies in the program must wear high
neck black leotard and proper fitting dance skirts or pants, or sweat
pants. Hair should be pulled back neatly off the face. Dance shoes
must be worn by al l the students.

Dance Uniform
All Tap/Ballet combination students must wear any combination of
black and pink leotard, tights and skirt. These students must also
wear white tap shoes and white ballet sl ippers. Ballet students ages
10 and older must wear pink tights, black leotard, and pink spli t-
sole bal let sl ippers and j azz pants or tights. Al l jazz, lyrical and tap
students must wear any colored leotard or fitted T-shirt and jazz
pants or tights. Jazz and Tap shoes must be tan or suntan by re c i t a l
time. Bare feet and bare midriffs wil l not be allowed at any time. A l l
students must have hair pulled off their face (ballet hair in a neat bun).
